Amaci / Purpose

Yunan tanr, tanriga ve kahramalarinin seramik, plastik ve duvar resimleri 1siginda mitoslari
ve simgeleriyle tanitiimasi amaclanmaktadir.

This course aims to give a knowledge on the ancient mythology, which is an
indispensable tool in the iconographic depiction and identification of the scenes and
decorations on pottery and sarchaphogai.

igerigi / Content

Antik Mitoloji bilgisi, lahitler ve seramikler tizerindeki bezemelerin, sahnelerin belirlenmesi
ve ikonografik tanimlanmasinda vazgecilmez bir unsurdur. Grek Pantheonu’ndaki mitoslari
bilmeksizin antik toplumun yapisini tanimak olanaksizdir. Bu ders Yunan toplumundaki ¢ok
tannlh inanci yéneten tanrilar diinyasi ile iligkilidir. Buna ek olarak Yunan Pantheonu’ndaki
on iki tanrinin ikonografik incelemelerinin yaninda, bu figlratif tanrilar diinyasinin toplumda
simgeledikleri kimlikler ve bunlara ydnelik betimler incelenmektedir (6rnegin, Zeus’un
Ganymedes mitosunun escinselligini gostermesi gibi). Hellen Pantheonu’nun kékenleri ve
etkilendigi Yakin Dogu inanclan (Hitit, Fenike, Misir ve 6zellikle de Girit) her tanri ve
tanncanin etkilendikleri Ulke bazinda ele alinmaktadir. Ders kapsaminda ayni zamanda,
cok tanriliktan tek tanriiga gegen uygulamalar ve benzer mitoslar ile evrenin yaratilisi,
insanin yaratilisi ve tannsal cezalandirma olarak goriilen Tufan ve deprem gibi doga
olaylarina yoénelik mitoslar ele alinmaktadir.Tim incelemeler seramik, plastik ve duvar
resimleri esliginde verilecektir.

It would be difficult to recognize ancient society without having knowledge in the
legends of the Greek pantheon. The course deals with the world of gods that is
paternally ruled and the polytheistic belief in the Greek society. In addition to the
iconography of the twelve gods in the Greek pantheon, the identities symbolized in the
society by the figurative world of gods (for example, the legend between Zeus and
Ganymedes symbolizing the homosexuality of the god) are also stated. The origins of
Greek pantheon and the Near Eastern and other beliefs (Hittite, Phonecean, Egyptian
and especially Cretan) that influences the Greek pantheon are also taken into
consideration.

The course also involves the practices and legends during the transition from
polytheism to monotheism; the legends of the genesis of the universe, the creation of
human, the Deluge as well as other natural disasters such as earthquake. All of the
courses will be supplemented with the relevant depictions on pottery, sculpture and
wall paintings.
